The Roman 
Catholics and Lutherans were both forced by their theologies to suggest a 
doctrine of ubiquity that Calvin believed to be in contradiction with orthodox 
Christology.

In this lecture, Dr. Sproul introduces 
the Reformed doctrine of the presence of Christ in the Eucharist.
